1. Altar of Noah
Scripture: Genesis 8:20
Builder: Noah
Event: After the flood ended and Noah, his family, and the animals left the ark.
Purpose: To offer burnt offerings in thanksgiving and worship for God’s deliverance.

2. Altar of Abram at Shechem
Scripture: Genesis 12:7
Builder: Abram
Event: After God appeared and promised to give the land to his descendants.
Purpose: To honor the Lord’s promise and presence.

3. Altar of Abram between Bethel and Ai
Scripture: Genesis 12:8
Builder: Abram
Event: During his journey of obedience through Canaan.
Purpose: To call on the name of the Lord.

4. Altar of Abram at Hebron
Scripture: Genesis 13:18
Builder: Abram
Event: After God reaffirmed His covenant promises.
Purpose: To worship and honor God's covenant.

5. Altar on Mount Moriah (Abraham and Isaac)
Scripture: Genesis 22:9
Builder: Abraham
Event: When God tested Abraham's faith by asking him to sacrifice Isaac.
Purpose: To demonstrate obedience and trust in God's provision.

6. Altar of Isaac at Beersheba
Scripture: Genesis 26:25
Builder: Isaac
Event: After God appeared to him and reaffirmed the covenant.
Purpose: To worship God and call upon His name.

7. Altar of Jacob at Shechem
Scripture: Genesis 33:20
Builder: Jacob
Event: After reconciling with Esau and settling in Shechem.
Purpose: To declare allegiance to God and commemorate peace.

8. Altar of Jacob at Bethel
Scripture: Genesis 35:7
Builder: Jacob
Event: After returning to the place where God appeared during his flight from Esau.
Purpose: To obey God and honor the place of encounter.

9. Altar of Moses after victory over Amalek
Scripture: Exodus 17:15
Builder: Moses
Event: After Israel defeated Amalek with divine help.
Purpose: To commemorate the victory and proclaim God as banner (Jehovah-Nissi).

10. Altar at Mount Sinai
Scripture: Exodus 24:4
Builder: Moses
Event: After writing the covenant and before making sacrifices.
Purpose: To ratify the covenant between God and Israel.

11. Bronze Altar in the Tabernacle
Scripture: Exodus 27:1-8; Leviticus 1:5
Builder: Moses (by God's instruction)
Event: As part of the Tabernacle's construction.
Purpose: To offer burnt offerings and sacrifices regularly.

12. Altar of Incense in the Tabernacle
Scripture: Exodus 30:1-10
Builder: Moses (by God's instruction)
Event: Established during Tabernacle construction.
Purpose: To burn incense before the Lord, symbolizing prayer.

13. Altar on Mount Ebal (Joshua)
Scripture: Joshua 8:30-31
Builder: Joshua
Event: After the defeat of Ai and in obedience to Moses’ instructions.
Purpose: To renew the covenant and offer sacrifices.

14. Altar by the tribes east of the Jordan
Scripture: Joshua 22:10-34
Builder: Reubenites, Gadites, and half-tribe of Manasseh
Event: After returning to their land across the Jordan.
Purpose: To serve as a witness that they too belong to the Lord.

15. Altar of Gideon (Jehovah-Shalom)
Scripture: Judges 6:24
Builder: Gideon
Event: After the Angel of the Lord assured him of peace and survival.
Purpose: To worship God and commemorate peace (Jehovah-Shalom).

16. Altar of Manoah (Samson’s father)
Scripture: Judges 13:19–20
Builder: Manoah
Event: After the Angel of the Lord announced Samson’s birth.
Purpose: To offer a sacrifice; the angel ascended in the flame.

17. Altar of Samuel at Ramah
Scripture: 1 Samuel 7:17
Builder: Samuel
Event: During his prophetic ministry over Israel.
Purpose: To worship God and offer sacrifices in his hometown.

18. Altar built by David on the threshing floor of Araunah
Scripture: 2 Samuel 24:18-25
Builder: David
Event: To stop the plague after David's census and in obedience to the prophet Gad.
Purpose: To intercede and offer sacrifices; became the Temple site.

19. Altar of Solomon in the Temple
Scripture: 2 Chronicles 4:1
Builder: Solomon
Event: During the building of the First Temple.
Purpose: To offer regular sacrifices to the Lord in the Temple.

20. Altar rebuilt by Elijah on Mount Carmel
Scripture: 1 Kings 18:30-32
Builder: Elijah
Event: During the confrontation with the prophets of Baal.
Purpose: To prove the Lord is God by calling fire from heaven.

21. Altar rebuilt after exile (Zerubbabel)
Scripture: Ezra 3:2–3
Builder: Zerubbabel and the returning exiles
Event: After returning from Babylonian exile.
Purpose: To resume burnt offerings and worship according to the Law.

22. Altar in Ezekiel’s Vision
Scripture: Ezekiel 43:13–27
Builder: Prophetic vision (symbolic/future)
Event: In Ezekiel’s vision of the future restored Temple.
Purpose: Symbolic of millennial worship and future offerings.

23. Altar in Heaven (Revelation)
Scripture: Revelation 6:9; 8:3-5
Builder: Heavenly (not earthly-built)
Event: Seen in John's vision of heaven.
Purpose: Place where prayers of saints ascend and martyrs are honored.
